Latch Card

Supplies
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Card stock 8½ x 5½ “ (main)

Card stock 5¼ x 4” (inside accent)

Card stock ½” x 5” (latch)

Slit punch

Image, button or other accent 

1. Cut main card stock 5½ x 7½ “ 
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2. Crease main cs at 4¼” as for a regular card.
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3. Stamp a background on the front of card if desired.
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4. Adhere main image with matting to front of card.
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5. Using slit punch, slide all the way up against cardstock, lining up bottom of punch with the bottom of card stock. Punch first slit.
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6. Slide punch back so that the slit you just punched is barely visible along the rounded edge of punch. Be sure slit punch is still lined up with the bottom of card stock. Punch second slit.
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7. Slide latch cardstock through slits as far as you want it to stick out. Place accent card stock (5¼ x 4”) inside card (do not adhere). Gently mark with a pencil where the latch and the accent piece will line up on both pieces. Decorate latch and accent cardstock as desired.
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8. Lining up marks, carefully fold latch behind accent piece. 
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9. Remove accent and latch holding together. Tape latch to the back of the accent piece.
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10. Adhere accent piece and latch to inside of card. Cover up slit punch as desired, being sure to only stick to the main cardstock and not the latch. I used glue dots and a button. 
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11. Finish any detail work.
