Creating a Scalloped Box 
Using the 5-in-1 Envelope Template

Bottom of the Box

1. Take the 8 5/8” x 8 5/8” square piece of cardstock and score it at 2 ¼” on all four sides.  The dotted lines represent the score lines in Diagram One.

2. After scoring, cut the two top and the two bottom lines, represented by bold, solid lines in Diagram Two.
3. Fold the cut corners in and using SNAIL assemble the box.  
Box Top
1. Take the 7 ¾” x 7 ¾” square piece of cardstock and score it at 1 ¾” on all four sides.  Same concept as step one above.
2. Line up the bottom of the envelope flap of the 5-in-1 template with one of the sides of the light gray area in the diagram below.  Using a pencil, only trace the semi-oval part of the envelope flap. This is represented by the dark semi-ovals.

3. Repeat step 2 on the three remaining sides.  This will create the scalloped edges of the box.
4. Cut around the scalloped edges, discarding the outside sections (the white areas of Diagram 3).

5. Using a coordinating scrap piece of cardstock, trace four semi-oval flaps onto the cardstock.  
6. Cut out the flaps, and score each of them at 2”.  These flaps form the corners of the box.
7. Using SNAIL adhesive, adhere the corners to the Box Top.    
8. Using self-adhesive die cuts from the Simply Scrapin’ Kit, decorate the box.
