Covered Altoids Tin with Accordian Album Directions

Supplies needed:

· Altoids or other rectangular hinged tin (3.9” x 2.5)

· Small corner rounder
· Embellishments
· Ribbon
· Adhesive- Sticky Strip™ or Scotch double sided tape
· Paper trimmer with scoring blade 

· Cardstock pieces 
tin covers (outside) cut one for top and one for bottom (2 pieces). 2 5/16” x 3 11/16” 

tin covers (inside) (cut 2) 3/16” x 3 11/16”

Inside removable accordion album 3 3/8” x 10 5/8”
Score at 2 1/8”, 4 ¼”, 6 3/8” and 8 ½ (Important: Be sure each score line is 2 1/8” apart)
pocket flap 3 3/8” x 4 ¼” (This piece will fold over 5th right end panel on the above album insert to form a pocket for both sides). 

1.Score at 2 1/8” 

2.Fold in half 

3. With the fold on the right side- Measure up 7/8” from lower left corner (this height is just a guide adjust as desired) and cut diagonally across from this point to the upper right corner.  Cut through both layers.

Step-by-Step instructions:

Step 1 

Cut and score Inside removable accordion album as listed above.  Fold each panel in accordion fashion. 

Cut and score pocket flap fold in half and make diagonal cuts as listed above.  

Step 2 

Round all corners on  these album pieces with the corner rounder.  

Warning: Only punch 2 layers of cardstock at a time.  Be sure to add pressure while punch is resting on a stable tabletop.  I held my punch in my hands to squeeze and broke the plastic corner guide in half.
Step 3 

Fold the pocket flap around the last far right panel of your larger accordian piece of cardstock. 

Using narrow strips of tape-adhere bottom and short side edges of pocket flap to last panel to form a pocket on both the front and back of this panel.  


Step 4 

Using your favorite stamps and or computer-generated verses apply artwork as desired to each panel.  

Embellish with ribbon and other accessories as desired. 

Completed accordion album will store inside tin.  Hint- If excess ribbons are sticking out from the top of your folded accordion album, gather them and fold them all to the back.  When placing the album in the tin, Place this folded ribbon edge in first so that ribbons will be out of the way before closing the lid. 
Step 5 

Cover Tin outside

Apply tape all the way to the edges of these two pieces and adhere to the top and bottom of the tin. Cut through the taped edges with small sharp scissors to mirror the tins exact corner shape on all corners. 

Decorate as desired.

Optional- instead of completely covering my lid, I inserted a piece of cardstock that only covered inside the raised gold frame that was on the lid of my Altoids container.   Use tracing paper or rub over the area with thin paper and the side of a pencil to make a template of this inside shape. 

Tape ribbon around lower portion of tin to cover the writing on the backside.  Add bow, buckle or other embellishment as desired to cover where ribbon ends at lower center.

Step 6

Cover Tin inside 

Punch all corners with corner rounder.

Tape these panels to the inside top and bottom of the tin.  A needle or other pointed tool will help with placement or removal.
